PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The work to be performed under this contract includes furnishing of all labor, materials, tools and equipment for the Lower Central Interceptor Rehabilitation Project, to rehabilitate the existing Central Interceptor from the Bradshaw/Central Junction Structure to the Influent Junction structure, approximately 6.6 miles. The work consists of rehabilitation by CIPP lining of approximately 1,317 linear feet of 120-inch gravity sewer, 4,627 linear feet of 108-inch gravity sewer, 22,958 linear feet of 102-inch gravity sewer, and 6,129 linear feet of 84-inch
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gravity sewer and associated work including, but not limited to, pre-lining CCTV inspection, pre-lining cleaning and spoils disposal, CIPP lining, post-lining CCTV inspection, and the construction of lining access shafts and restoration. The Work also consists of the installation of nine (9) cross connections between the Lower Central and Bradshaw Interceptors, rehabilitation of 36 manholes, and the rehabilitation of eight (8) sanitary sewer structures. The Work is within both public right-of-way and easements on private property. The entire project is within the County of Sacramento with some of the alignment within the City of Sacramento limits and other parts within unincorporated Sacramento County.

All work associated with this Contract shall include, but shall not be limited to, mobilization/demobilization, sanitary sewer flow control and bypass, dewatering of excavations, sheeting, shoring and bracing of excavations, traffic control in accordance with approved plans, erosion and sediment control, cleaning, debris removal and disposal, inspection and testing, permitting, fencing, site and landscaping restoration (in-kind), and such other items or details that are required by the Contract Documents (plans and specifications).

Such other items or details not mentioned above that are required by these specifications or are required to complete the work shall be performed, placed, constructed, installed, or rehabilitated in accordance with the latest versions of the SacSewer Standards and Specifications, the County Standards, the project specific Contract Documents (project specific specifications and plans), and/or as directed by the Resident Engineer.

The successful bidder will have 751 calendar days to complete the Project from the Notice to Proceed, which does not include the non-working season between October 16th and April 14th of calendar years 2027 and 2028. Gravity cross-connections will be installed in winter/early spring of 2026. The number of calendar days provided is based on a work close- out by October 15, 2028.

The Engineer’s Estimate for this Project is approximately $141,600,000.

MANDATORY PRE-BID CONFERENCE AND FIELD VISIT:

A pre-bid conference will be held on July 25, 2025, AT 10:00 AM for the purpose of reviewing and answering questions regarding this project. Attendance at the pre-bid conference is mandatory for all contractors submitting a bid to be considered qualified.

Contractors shall please note that at the time of the pre-bid meeting Sims Road will be closed from Franklin Blvd to Dwight Rd. for the installation of the Harvest Water Elk Grove Transmission Pipeline. All traffic entering or exiting the Plant will need to use Dwight Rd. Both security gates will remain open during this work.

Contractors shall email a list of names of those attending the pre-bid conference to the project’s design lead, Jennifer Glynn of Woodard & Curran, a minimum of two working days prior to the conference date. Jennifer’s email is: jglynn@woodardcurran.com.

Sacramento Area Sewer District and Construction Management representatives will be present for questions. Immediately following the pre-bid conference, there will be a mandatory field visit accompanied by SacSewer staff to highlight key areas of the Project.

Independent field visits are optional and shall be completed on the Bidder’s own accord. SacSewer representatives will not be present.

CALIFORNIA CONTRACTOR’S LICENSE:

Award of this contract requires a valid California contractor's Class A – General Engineering license.

CONTRACTOR’S EXPERIENCE:

The contractor and subcontractor qualifications must be submitted with the bid package for all project component requirements as described below. The submitted qualifications for the contractor and/or subcontractor must demonstrate previous successful experience of projects of similar nature and complexity, in accordance with the minimum requirements found in the following Sections:

Bids submitted must use the project specifications and contract drawings dated June 2024 unless otherwise updated by addenda.

BONDS:

Each bid must be submitted on the bid forms provided in the Contract Documents. Each bid must also be accompanied by security in the form of a bid bond issued by a corporate surety, a certified check or cashier's check payable to the Treasurer of Sacramento County, or cash from an amount not less than ten percent (10%) of the aggregate sum of the bid. Bidders may use their own Surety Bid Bond/Guarantee Form.

The successful bidder shall be required to execute a Material and Labor Payment Bond and Performance Bond, issued by a corporate surety, acceptable to the Sacramento Area Sewer District, each for not less than one hundred percent (100%) of the contract price. Pursuant to the California Contract Code Section 22300, the contractor may, at its own expense, substitute securities for any money being withheld by the County to ensure performance under this contract.

LABOR COMPLIANCE PROGRAM:

No contractor or subcontractor may be listed on a bid proposal for a public works project unless registered with the Department of Industrial Relations pursuant to Labor Code Section 1725.5 [with limited exceptions from this requirement for bid purposes only under Labor Code Section 1771.1(a)].

No contractor or subcontractor may be awarded a contract for public work on a public works project unless registered with the Department of Industrial Relations pursuant to Labor Code Section 1725.5.

This project is subject to compliance monitoring and enforcement by the Department of Industrial Relations.

All contractors and subcontractors must furnish electronic certified payroll records directly to the Labor Commissioner (aka Division of Labor Standards Enforcement).

The County of Sacramento Labor Compliance Section will act as an agent of the Sacramento Area Sewer District and monitor this project for compliance. All questions regarding prevailing wage requirements should be directed to the Labor Compliance Section at (916) 875-2711.

Pursuant to California Labor Code Section 1720 and following, Section 1770 and following, the successful bidder shall pay not less than the prevailing rate of per diem wages as determined by the Director of the California Department of Industrial Relations. Copies of the prevailing wage determinations are on file at the office of the County of Sacramento Labor Compliance Program, 9700 Goethe Road, Suite D, Sacramento, CA 95827, and are also available on the internet at http://www.dir.ca.gov/DLSR/PWD.

The Board reserves the right to reject any or all bids, to waive any formality in any bid, and to determine which bid, in the judgment of the Board, is the lowest responsive bid of a responsible bidder.
